WHEREAS, despite these contributions, the role of American women has been consistently
overlooked and undervalued, in the literature, teaching, and study of American history; and

WHEREAS, former Yolo County Supervisor Helen Thomson organized the very first Yolo County
Women's History Month luncheon, held in Woodland in April 1987; and

WHEREAS, Yolo County is committed to elevating women as leaders in government and other
areas of community.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Yolo County Board of Supervisors hereby
recognizes March 2025 as Women'’s History Month in Yolo County.
