Executive Order:
Improving Oversight of
Federal Grantmaking

Federal agencies must appoint a
senior political appointee to review
all new grant solicitations and
discretionary awards, ensuring
alignment with agency priorities
and national interests beyond peer
review.

Grant announcements must be
simplified to reduce reliance on
costly legal/technical help. Federal
agencies must coordinate to avoid
duplication.

Awards must align with presidential
policy priorities and avoid funding
activities deemed inconsistent with
“American values.” Preference

for lower indirect cost rates and
“Gold Standard Science.”

Federal agencies must add
termination clauses to active grants
(where legal) and require detailed
justification before drawdowns.

Potentially slows new funding
opportunity announcements
and adds new review layers
before opportunities are
posted.

Federal Grants will become
easier to navigate but fewer
opportunities could be
released due to
consolidation.

Executive Order:
Ending Crime and
Disorder on America’s
Streets

Directs the Attorney General to
reverse judicial precedents and
end consent decrees that limit
State and local governments’ ability
to commit individuals on the streets
who are a risk to themselves or
others.

Potential impacts to funding
of drug and mental health
courts.

Requires grant funding

recipients to share data with
law enforcement authorities
to use collected health data




Presidential Executive Order Tracker

County Administrator’s Office Board Update

Directs Federal agencies to assess
and prioritize grants for States and
municipalities that enforce
prohibitions on open illicit drug use,
urban camping and loitering, and
urban squatting, and track the
location of sex offenders. Also
redirects funding so individuals on
the streets are moved into
treatment centers, assisted
outpatient treatment, or other
facilities. It also stops sex offenders
receiving homelessness assistance
from being housed with children
and allows programs to exclusively
house women and children.

The order also expands support for
drug and mental health courts,
permits more restrictive housing
rules, and authorizes the collection
and sharing of health data with law
enforcement to enhance public
safety.

are already registered.

The Department of
Homeland Security, in
coordination with the DOGE
Administrator, will review
each State’s publicly
available voter registration
list and available records
concerning voter list
maintenance activities
alongside Federal
immigration databases.
The Secretary of Homeland
Security will provide the
Attorney General complete
information on all foreign
nationals who have indicated

WKTEE S Executive Order:
Achieving Efficiency
Through State and Local
Preparedness

State and local governments and
individuals will play a more active
and significant role in national
resilience and preparedness.

The purpose of this order is to
streamline its preparedness
operations; update relevant
Government policies to reduce
complexity, better protect and
serve Americans; and enable State
and local governments to better
understand, plan for, and ultimately
address the needs of citizens.

(a) National Resilience Strategy.
Within 90 days of the date of
this order, the Assistant to
the President for National
Security Affairs (APNSA),
shall publish a National
Resilience Strategy that
articulates the priorities,
means, and ways to
advance the resilience of the
Nation.

(b) National Critical
Infrastructure Policy. Within
180 days of the date of this
order, the APNSA, shall
review all critical
infrastructure policies and
recommend to the President
the revisions necessary to
achieve a more resilient

Preparedness to address
risks including cyber-attacks,
wildfires, hurricanes, and
space weather will shift to be
managed at the State, local,
and individual levels. Sound
local decisions and
investments will be geared to
empowering State, local, and
individual preparedness to
improve infrastructure,
communities and economic
resilience to global and
dynamic threats and hazards.

It is possible that Yolo County
could be prompted to review
the County’s Emergency
Operations Center
coordination of emergency
response activities.

(c) National Continuity Policy.
Within 180 days of the date
of this order, the APNSA,
shall review all national
continuity policies and
recommend to the President
the revisions, necessary to
modernize and streamline
the approach to national
continuity capabilities,
reformulate the methodology
and architecture necessary
to achieve an enduring
readiness posture.

(d) Preparedness and
Response Policies. Within
240 days of the date of this
order, the APNSA shall
review all national
preparedness and response
policies and recommend to
the President the revisions,
recissions, and
replacements.

(e) National Risk Register.
Within 240 days of the date
of this order, the APNSA,
shall coordinate the
development of a National
Risk Register that identifies,
articulates, and quantifies
natural and malign risks to
our national infrastructure,
related systems, and their
users.

(f) Ensure State and local
governments and individuals
have improved
communications with
Federal officials and a better
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understanding of the Federal
role.

(EJOrA Executive Order:
Restoring Public
Service Loan
Forgiveness

Revisions to the Public Service
Loan Forgiveness program will
ensure the definition of “public
service” excludes individuals
employed by organizations whose
activities have a substantial illegal
purpose so they may not be eligible
for public service loan forgiveness.

The definition of “public service”
excludes organizations that engage
in activities that have a substantial
illegal purpose, including:

(a) aiding or abetting violations of
8 U.S.C. 1325 or other Federal
immigration laws;

(b) supporting terrorism, including
by facilitating funding to, or the
operations of, cartels designated
as Foreign Terrorist Organizations
consistent with 8 U.S.C. 1189, or
by engaging in violence for the
purpose of obstructing or
influencing Federal Government

policy;

(c) child abuse, including the
chemical and surgical castration or
mutilation of children or the
trafficking of children to so-called
transgender sanctuary States for
purposes of emancipation from
their lawful parents, in violation of
applicable law;

(d) engaging in a pattern of aiding
and abetting illegal discrimination;
or

(e) engaging in a pattern of
violating State tort laws, including

The County may have
qualifying employees who
could benefit from the Public
Service Loan Forgiveness
(PSLF) Program or are
currently working to complete
10 years of service in the
public service sector through
Yolo County employment.
The County has no indication
that County employees
engaged in this program are
participating in illegal
activities that would exclude
them from eligibility based on
the revised definition of
“public service”.

However, the (PSLF)
Program is intended to
alleviate worker shortages in
necessary occupations that
serve the public interest and
incentivizes students to
pursue jobs in the public
service sector. This raises
the potential for disruptions to
Yolo County’s ability to hire
talent and employee eligibility
for public service loan
forgiveness based on the
forthcoming federal
governments’ revisions to the
PSLF Program.

Executive Order:
Immediate Expansion of
American Timber
Production

Within 30 days of the date of this
order, the Secretary of the Interior
and the Secretary of Agriculture,
through the Director of the Bureau
of Land Management (BLM) and the
Chief of the United States Forest
Service (USFS), respectively, shall
each issue new or updated
guidance regarding tools to facilitate
increased timber production and
sound forest management, reduce
time to deliver timber, and decrease
timber supply uncertainty.

Within 180 days of the date of this
order, the Secretary of the Interior
and the Secretary of Agriculture
shall consider adopting categorical
exclusions administratively
established by other agencies to
comply with the National
Environmental Policy Act and
reduce unnecessarily lengthy
processes and associated costs
related to administrative approvals
for timber production, forest
management, and wildfire risk
reduction treatments.

Per the Strategic Plan
County Goals, Yolo County
has interest in providing
support for fire service
sustainability to prevent
wildfire risk.

Updated guidance regarding
tools for sound forest
management and
streamlining processes
related to wildfire risk
reduction treatments could
be a benefit in pursuit of the
County’s goals for effective
fire mitigation.

(Wi Executive Order: The

President’s “Department
of Government
Efficiency Cost
Efficiency Initiative”

This order commences a
transformation in Federal spending
on contracts, grants, and loans to
ensure Government spending is
transparent and Government
employees are accountable to the
American public.

Contract and Grant
Justification. Each Agency Head
shall, with assistance as requested

the purposes of this order which is
to uphold the rule of law, defend
taxpayer resources, and protect
benefits for American citizens.
Eligibility verification systems must,
to the maximum extent possible,
ensure that taxpayer-funded
benefits exclude any ineligible alien.
Within 30 days of this order, the
Director of the Office of
Management and Budget and the
Administrator of the US DOGE
Service shall refer any improper
receipt of use of Federal benefits to
the Department of Justice and the
Department of Homeland Security
for appropriate action. Ensures that
Federal payments to States and
localities do not, by design or effect,
facilitate the subsidization or
promotion of illegal immigration, or
abet “sanctuary” policies that seek
to protect illegal aliens from
deportation.

CPS and APS protect the
public regardless of
immigration status. Our
general employment
programs and agriculture
worker programs
generally serve the public
regardless of immigration
status.

e CalWORKS has some
specific programming for
refugees and allowances
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for benefits for some
mixed immigration
families. The agency
actively works with
immigrations rights
groups and legal services
to make referrals when
warranted. At this point,
Medi-Cal or health
insurance for low-income
individuals and families
regardless of immigration
status is essentially fully
in place whether that be
through Medi-Cal
expansions, PRUCOL
exemptions or CMSP.

e HHSA anticipates
elevated public concerns
with the utilization of the
agency’s Social Services
programs and the effects
of family separation on
the community. Families
or individuals with mixed
immigration status are
often hesitant to apply for
benefits they may be
eligible for out of fear that
their data may be used
against them when
legalizing their residency

status.
